What is the 34th Congressional Student Art Competition? 

Since 1993, Congressman Xavier Becerra has held an annual Student Art Compe��on open to all 

high school students who reside in the 34th Congressional District. Each spring, a na�on-wide 

high school arts compe��on is sponsored by the Members of the U.S. House of Representa�ves. 

The Congressional Student Art Compe��on is an opportunity to recognize and encourage ar�s�c 

talent in the na�on and en�re congressional district. 
 

Eligible Contestants: 

All high school students who reside in the 34th Congressional District are eligible to par�cipate 

in the compe��on.  If you do not know which district you live in, please visit www.House.Gov to 

find out. 
 

Deadline for Entries: 

All artwork is due on March 2, 2015 by 4:30 P.M.  Late entries will not be accepted. 

All artwork must have a signed “Student Release Form” securely a3ached.  Please read the  

second page for more detailed informa�on and to find a the release form.  Addi�onal copies can  

also be found at our website, www.Becerra.House.gov.  



Art Competition Rules & Guidelines 

All art entries must meet the following criteria: 

• Artwork must be two-dimensional 

• Artwork must be no smaller than 8 inches by 10 inches and no larger than 24 inches wide by 24 inches tall by 4 

inches thick 

• Not weigh more than 15 pounds 

• Be original in concept, design and execu�on and may not violate any U.S. copyright laws. Any entry that has 

been copied from an exis�ng photo (not the student’s own), pain�ng, graphic, adver�sement, or any other 

work produced by another person is a viola�on of the compe��on rules and will not be accepted 

• Work entered must be in the original medium (Not a scanned reproduc�on of a pain�ng or drawing) 

Entries must be in one of the following mediums: 

• Pain�ngs: oil, acrylics, watercolor, etc. 

• Drawings: pastels, colored pencil, pencil, charcoal, ink, markers 

• Collage: must be two dimensional 

• Prints: lithographs, silkscreen, block prints 

• Mixed Media: use of more than two mediums such as pencil, ink, watercolor, etc. 

• Computer-generated art 

• Photography 

A panel of judges will select the winning entry based on the rubric above. 

The first place winner of the compe

on receives: 

• An all expense paid trip to Washington D.C. to a3end the na�onal ceremony 

• Artwork is displayed in the U.S. Capitol for one year 

 

Early entries are welcome. Please note, late entries will not be accepted.
